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Dedication Opportunities Kolot: 

The Center for Women's & Gender Studies
Ritualwell.org (www.ritualwell.org) – $90,000 for annual maintenance, 

$1.8 million for an endowment

Ritualwell.org is a Web site that enhances individual and communal Jewish practice by bringing innovative lifecycle and holiday prayers, ceremonies and rituals to Jews everywhere across the denominational spectrum.  

Student Intern Endowment – $15,000 to support one intern for a year or $300,000 for an endowment 

RRC rabbinic student interns work with the Kolot director to plan and implement programs, speakers and collaborations with Temple University and other organizations.

The Annual Wenkart Writer-in-Residence Program – $50,000 for an endowment 

This program brings a renowned thinker to Philadelphia and RRC for both a public event and a private teaching workshop for the RRC community. In addition, presenters meet and share ideas with student leaders and donors. Past Wenkart writers include Marge Piercy, Merle Feld, Linda Zisquit, David Ehrlich, Nessa Rappaport, Avivah Gottlieb Zornberg and Jennifer Weiner. 

Operations of the Center – $200,000 annual contribution, $2 million for a programming endowment and $3 million for an endowment

Kolot seeks endowment funding to support operations of the Center.  

College Program Fund – $10,000 annual contribution or $200,000 for 
an endowment 

An endowment for this program will provide funds to continue innovation in course offerings, present semiannual programs on a specific theme, and further students’ field education. In the past, College Time community offerings have included Gender and Textuality, The Body in Judaism, and Men in Jewish Feminism. The practical rabbinics program has educated students about the plight of women around the world, breast cancer, and domestic violence in the Jewish community.

Additional Faculty Endowment – $60,000 annual contribution or $800,000 for an endowment

The program director is a faculty member who teaches such RRC courses as Bible and the Feminist Imagination, and Images of the Body in Jewish Mysticism. To attract additional faculty for this department requires additional funding. A gift of $8,000 per course would fund a guest professorship.

Director’s Discretionary Fund – $50,000

This will allow for travel support and consultancies with other significant projects in the field of Gender and Judaism.

Ta’anit Esther:  The Jewish Day for Justice -- $100,000 

This would fund the production of resource materials and the piloting of a significant new program in select communities around the country. This program revitalizes an ancient observance for our own day by applying the themes of the Book of Esther (such as trafficking in women; genocide; anti-Semitism) to contemporary situations.  The program uses the occasion of Ta’anit Esther for tikkun olam in the international Jewish community.
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
