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OPPORTUNITIES TO BUILD AND SUPPORT

Pulpit Internship and Mentorship Fund – $3 million. An endowment for this program will enable RRC to provide more practical experience to our students desiring to take a pulpit after graduation. Pulpit internships offer valuable insights into congregational life and unite students with mentors whose guidance and supervision can influence a career path. Endowed income from this fund will enable RRC to place an increased number of students in pulpit intern positions.
Chaplaincy Internship Fund – $1.5 million. The College’s practical and academic preparation of student rabbis to meet the spiritual needs of the ill and aged has filled a significant need in the Jewish community. Endowed funds will help us develop and sustain more opportunities for students to augment and enhance their training in chaplaincy.

Spirituality Program – $1 million. We seek an endowment to bring the fulfilling, important and innovative work RRC has done in spirituality—unique in the Jewish community—to lay, student and rabbinic audiences. Endowment funding will enable RRC to sustain the Spiritual Direction program that gives rabbinical students an understanding of and commitment to teaching spiritual practices.
RRC Press – $1 million. A reactivated Press, requiring capital and endowment giving, will allow the College to share its vast intellectual resources, groundbreaking research and innovative programs with the world through books and publications in print and electronic formats. Following the highest peer review standards, the Press will publish the research of RRC faculty members. The proceedings of special conferences and lectures held at RRC will be published and disseminated to interested audiences.

Practical Rabbinics Program – $500,000. RRC offers the finest program of practical rabbinics in the world—courses that teach students about the operational and interpersonal aspects of being a rabbi. The mix of the academic and the practical produces students who know how to build intellectually engaging, responsive, celebratory and diverse communities. The College requires endowed funds to enhance and maintain this innovative and necessary program.

The Reconstructionist – $360,000. The College seeks a consistent source of endowed funding to underwrite the cost of publishing this creative and vibrant journal of Jewish thought that brings Reconstructionist thinking to a broader Jewish audience.
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
