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OPPORTUNITIES TO ENHANCE JEWISH SERVICE

Camp JRF Fund – $1 million.  RRC is seeking endowed and annual funds that will enable the College to underwrite the salaries of students and alumni who work in various capacities at Camp JRF. The fund could also pay travel expenses for short-time special project visits to the camp by students, alumni and RRC staff.

Distance Learning – $500,000. RRC seeks capital and endowed funding to develop a program of distance learning, which will enable us to extend our resources beyond the College, bringing the latest research, thinking and tools to our alumni and offering Jews everywhere the opportunity to become better acquainted with our ideas and values.

Dean of Students – $1 million. Recognizing that the quality of campus life is as important to our students’ success as academic preparation, RRC wants to develop an endowment to support the manifold activities of the dean of students, ensuring that our students have entrée to a full range of services, activities and support. These include the ability to enhance co-curricular programming, seek internships for students and make the transition from student to rabbi easier.

Financial Support for Graduates – $1 million. To ensure that students do not graduate with burdensome long-term debt, we need to raise capital and endowed funds to offer more grants than loans, thus making it easier for graduates to choose a career path that is not driven by financial considerations.

Religious Studies Fund – $1 million. RRC is the first rabbinical program to require its students to study religions other than Judaism. The Religious Studies Department teaches about Christianity and Islam through courses that integrate academic learning and supervised community service in a multi-faith context. Funds are needed to support course development, faculty research and community service activities.
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
