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OPPORTUNITIES TO ENHANCE STUDENT DIVERSITY 
AND ENTRICH STUDENT EXPERIENCE 

Scholarship Funds – We seek a number of endowment gifts to fund scholarships for all students able and willing to shape an inclusive Jewish future. For many of our students, confronted with the prospect of daunting graduate school loans, scholarship aid is of utmost importance. A named endowment gift of  $1 million or more will provide scholarship support for tuition and educational costs for multiple students. Named endowment gifts start at $100,000. Endowment gifts from $25,000 to $99,999 will be placed in a special scholarship investment fund.

Recruitment and Admissions Endowment – $1.5 million. Attracting qualified potential students to look at RRC is the most important aspect of the recruitment process. Choosing the right students for admission from an international pool and searching for the proper blend of intelligence, knowledge, passion and fit requires travel, thoughtful insight and dedication. Endowed funds are needed to support the efforts of the dean of admissions to ensure a concise, fair and thorough recruitment and admissions program.

Orientation Program Fund – $250,000. Initial impressions are important to entering students, and they are often critical to how easily they acclimate to a new learning environment. RRC seeks to establish an endowed fund for the materials, programs and gatherings that will help students navigate the practical details of campus life and become familiar with a new community.

Student Services Fund – $500,000. Because our students often have to juggle part-time jobs, family responsibilities and a full academic load, RRC seeks to make matters such as financial aid, health insurance and relocation as seamless as possible, and provide a full range of student services including counseling, career placement and co-curricular activities. Endowed funding will help the College invest in technology and staffing to enrich and enhance student life.

Israel Office and Program – $2 million. Enhancing RRC’s existing presence in Israel is one of the most important investments we can make to advance the educational experience of our students. A fully functioning RRC office in Israel will increase the intellectual and scholarly possibilities for our students during their year of study in Israel. An additional but equally important objective of the program is to increase the Reconstructionist presence in Israel. We seek capital and endowment funding to further enrich the Reconstructionist experience in Israel.

Student Scholarly Opportunity Funds – $125,000. Endowed funds are needed to support the participation of students in professional conferences and in research.
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
